Oak Island
Oak Island levies a 5% Accommodations tax. 3% is for Tourism Activities
and 2% is for beach renourishment. $885,000 was collected this year.

Sunset Beach

Sunset Beach levies a 5% Accommodations Tax used for General Fund and
Maintenance and Repair of Dunes (beach projects). Last year they collected
$725,000. Each year they budget $10,000 for projects such as a sand
push, sand hauled in, etc. They receive no money from Brunswick County.
Donna Rogers stated that Sunset Beach faces south and they really don't
have any beach problems, erosion, etc.

Ocean Isle Beach

Ocean Isle Beach had a 3% Accommodation Tax and will increase it to 5% on
January 1, 2011. 2% will go directly for beach nourishment and 3% will go
for Tourism.
