Subject Highlights: Representing CCAM Land Associates, Donald d’Ambrosi proposes a fee simple
gift of a .665-acre portion of Tax Parcel # 763-1.3 to the Town. Condtions of
the offer restrict use and development (attachment 1). The property is zoned
Con-D and is located at the end of 22™ Avenue and adjacent to Tax Parcel 763-
1.5, owned by the Town.

Dear Mr. Foster:

I am pleased to be representing CCAM Land Associates. Please find enclosed a copy of the document
whereby | have been authorized to represent them along with Mr. Mark Cumalander, Esq.

The property owner proposes to make a fee simple gift to the Town of North Topsail Beach through
the North Carolina Conservation Tax Credit program. The owner is proposing to gift to the Town
approximately 0.6656 acres (+/- 28,993.8 sf) of land at the end of 22" Avenue adjacent to property
owned by the Town. The property extends from the end of 22™ Avenue to the approximate mean
high water line of Stump Sound. The proposed gift requires a stipulation that it shall be used for
conservation open space purposes.

The area of land to be gifted is “Pan and Panhandled” in its shape. The area of the “Pan” is a rectangie
that is 150 feet wide by 122 long (approximately 18,300 sf). It is positioned at the end of 22™ Avenue.
The first 30 feet of its 150 feet of width is contiguous with the Right-of-Way of 22" Avenue. The
balance of the width is contiguous with the length of parcel 20 of Old Settlers Beach shown on M.B.
15, PG 57. The length of the “Pan” area extends approximately 122 feet from the end of 22™ Avenue
towards Stump Sound. The length extends approximately 63.32 feet along the boundary of the
referenced Tract 1 of Old Settlers Beach. The “Panhandle” extends from the “Pan” to Stump Sound.
The “Panhandle” is 30 feet wide and approximately 356.46 feet long (approximately 10,693.8 sf). The
approximate area is shown on the accompanying map.

Use of the property shall be restricted to a bird and wildlife natural habitat sanctuary and any
development of the property shall be limited to a wildlife viewing Platform and Boardwalk which the
Town of North Topsail Beach agrees to install. The Boardwalk and Platform shall comply with the
following:
* The total area of the Platform shall not exceed a size of 200 square feet in total area excluding
any Boardwalk to reach the Platform or extend beyond it;
* The Town may opt to provide multiple platforms but the grand total area shall not exceed
200 sf;
» The length of the Boardwalk shall not exceed a total length of 478.46 feet including the
Boardwalk and the Platform;
» The Boardwalk shall not exceed a total width of 8 feet clear space for pedestrians;
* The construction of the Boardwalk and Platform shall comply with ali CAMA and any
applicable USACE requirements.

s Any such Boardwalk and Platform shall be set back a minimum of 100 feet from the common
boundary of the donated area with Lot 19 and Tract 1 of Old Settlers Beach as shown on a plat
of the CCAM Land Associates final survey prepared by Charles F. Riggs & Associates, Inc¢
drawn on June 18, 2009 with the final drawing on July 4, 2009.

* The Boardwalk and Platform shall not permit (i) permanent boat dockage, (ii) fishing or (iii)
be used for boat access, only pedestrian use.

» The Boardwalk and Platform shall be open to the Public between the hours of 8:00 AM and
9:30 PM for the days in which the Town opens any other public park facility.

Any other use or activity shall be prohibited.

It is proposed that the transfer be accomplished via a recombination of the designated area with the
adjacent property that is already owned by the Town.

Upon acceptance, the Town will prepare a survey recombination plat and proposed deed for the
approval of the donor. The Town will accept this property in a manner that assures that the gift shall
qualify for the North Carolina conservation Tax Credit Program and provide copies of documents to
the donor for this purpose as may be required.

I am providing the Town clerk with copies of these documents via separate email and am requesting
that this matter be placed on the Agenda for the upcoming Town Board meeting on July 1, 2010.
